SUMMARY

Various species of pseudococcids or mealybugs are
distributed in Iran causing important damage on culti-
vated plants, orchards, ornamental plants, and are se-
rious plant pests in some regions. Study of their nat-
ral enemies for the aid of the biological control is
very important, specially as chemical control has been
found to be ineffective against them and they show resi-
stance to various chemicals.

During a faunistic survey of mealybugs in the Khu-
zestan province, some of their important natural enemies
were collected and identified as follow:
